How vaccine administration
works at long-term care facilities

Vaccinations are being administered by Absolute
Pharmacy, CVS, PharmScript, and Walgreens.

As the program continues to ramp up, the four
pharmacy partners are scheduling vaccine clinics
with the vast majority of Ohio’s nursing facilities.

Those facilities that did not sign up with the
federal program will work with their local health
departments to receive vaccinations.

Ohio will activate the second phase of the
Pharmacy Partnership for Long-term
Care Program, which will allow vaccines
to be distributed to assisted living facilities
and several other types of facilities,
including residential care facilities, care
facilities for individuals with
developmental disabilities, and continuing
care retirement communities.

vials, and have questioned if they are useable. ‘

available. At this time, given the public health ‘ 3 '
emergency, FDA is advising that it is acceptable to
use every full dose obtainable (the sixth, or possibly
even a seventh) from each vial, pending resolution of
the issue. However, since these are preservative free
vials, it is critical to note that any further remaining
liquid that does not constitute a full dose should not
be pooled from multiple vials to create one.”
